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A huge and happy welcome back to everyone!
We have had a calm and relatively smooth transition back to school, despite the many restrictions and
extra protocols we are having to implement and maintain.
Thank you so much for your patience and understanding at this time and thank you for taking the time
to read our updates and signs around the school. Your understandings and preparation of the
students has certainly added to the smooth transition back.

We have had almost all our staff and 86% of our students back onsite this week. It has been fantastic
to see their smiling faces as they come in the gate each morning (despite the cold!).
